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Chapter 1 External FAST Users (Customers)
I. Online User Interface
A. General
1. Users may associate Stand-Alone Content to Appointment Shells via the FAST Online Application.  Previously, FAST would generate a system error when attempting to associate Content to Appointment Shells.
B. Customer / Supplier Agreements (CSAs)
No CSA enhancements will be included as part of this release.
II.
FAST Web Services 
1. The DeliveryContentUpdateResponse message will now generate an error if the original SchedulerContentID / ConsigneeContentID combination is not provided.  Previously, content updates were allowed for mis-matching SchedulerContentIDs.
2. Users may now update Origin Entry Content created via web services using the DeliveryContentUpdateRequest message.  Previously, FAST would generate a 314 error when attempting to update Origin Entry Contents.
